This document describes the first steps with the Com/PC1 and the preinstalled Win-
dows® XP Embedded operating system on CF-card.

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2 GETTING STARTED 

2.1 Connecting the Power Supply 

Connect the power cable with the power connector at the rear of the Com/PC1 and a 
110 – 230 VAC power outlet.

Please note: Do not turn on the Com/PC1 until all cables are connected. 

2.2 Connecting Keyboard and Mouse 

Connect a keyboard with the PS/2 keyboard connector (violet) at the front of the 
Com/PC1. Connect a mouse with PS/2 mouse connector (light green) at the front of the 
Com/PC1.

Please note: To work with Windows® XP Embedded, a mouse is necessary. 
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2.3 Connecting the VGA Display 

Connect a VGA display with the VGA connector at the front of the Com/PC1.

2.4 Ethernet Link between Com/PC1 and PC 

Setup an Ethernet LAN link between the LAN1 or LAN2 interface of the Com/PC1 and 
the LAN interface of a PC with an Ethernet cross-over cable.

It is also possible to use two Ethernet patch cables in a switch-based infrastructure.

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2.5 Booting the Com/PC1 

Turn on the Com/PC1 with the power switch at the rear side. Wait until the login window 
opens and then press ENTER or click on OK.

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2.6 Checking the IP Address 

The DHCP function under Windows® is activated by default. To check the actual IP ad-
dress of the Com/PC1, double-click on the network icon on the right side of the taskbar.

The following dialog displays the actual IP address, subnet mask as well as the standard 
gateway. More detailed information is given after a click on “Details…” .

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2.7 Changing the IP Address 

To change the actual IP address of the Com/PC1, double-click on the network icon on the 
right side of the taskbar.
